Relational Ministry - We have been invited by our partners to come
and bear witness to the suffering of the people. To hear their stories,
grieve together the losses they have experienced, and offer strength
and encouragement for moving forward.

Refugee Outreach — While the direct nature of our ministry is yet to
be determined, plan that we will be engaging with refugees in the
centers or in the refugee camps and assisting in the ministry
wherever is most helpful!

What you can expect logistically...

All flights, accommodation and transportation will be arranged by
Overlake. You can expect to stay in guest houses or modest hotels
(with showers and flushing toilets). The food will either be prepared
by some of our local friends or eaten in restaurants.

PREPARATION
